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Recently, there has been a significant effort to establish the Cadastre in Greece. As the Public Estate is a factor of vital importance in the exertion of land policy, it becomes evident that it is significant for the future boundaries’ registration of National Land in the cadastre, to examine the way in which it has been recorded, all these years, by the official authorities concerned. It is essential for the fully registration of public land that it is recorded through analogical and digital drawings that define their location with precision and clarity. It is also necessary that there is some special marking of the boundaries of public land for the precise determination of their location in order to prevent illegal occupation.

The objective of this paper is to assess the method that is followed in the marking, demarcation and protection of the Public Estate by the authorities concerned. This way it becomes clear whether the incorporation of the Public Land in the Cadastre can be carried out easily. This is the reason why further research was carried out to the public services in charge, which administrate and protect the public land but also to many technical offices, which deal with the Cadastre.

Specifically, the most important elements of legal and technical procedures for the boundaries determination of each public land category were codified in the form of a table. The categories of Public land that were examined were: Seashores, Coastlines, Navigable rivers, Lakes, Public Land of the Railway Organization, Public Land of sewage and water Organization, Public Land of Electricity Service, Archeological Areas, Forests, Mines and Areas of Public use.

For each category of Public Land is referred: its definition, its legislative context, information for the public services in charge, the way of its depiction, categories and condition of topographic diagrams, the way that the boundaries of this land is registered and determined, demarcation accuracy, if the topographic maps are based on the national control network, the projection systems that are used, if there are maps in digital form and the procedure of boundaries protection.

Actually, through this research very important conclusions were arisen for the way of demarcation and recording the boundaries of public land. It becomes evident that there are a series of problems such as:

· Today a small part of public land is known and demarcated. Indeed, there wasn’t any organized attempt, so far, by the official services in charge, which would follow particular technical specifications relying on an appropriate legislative context for the boundaries demarcation of public land.

· Depiction of a large part of the public land on former topographic maps of low accuracy

· Absence of a record gathering all the cartographic maps in the public services

· The largest part of the public land boundaries aren’t neither marked nor enclosed appropriately

· In the last years, the public land services are observed to movie towards a general update. 

Finally, an effort is carried out in order to propose some solutions for a better future determination of the boundaries of the public land by the public services in charge. Some of the measures that should be taken are:

· Structure of technical specification of the demarcation of public land
· Updating of the legislation with the aid of which the demarcation, protection, management and development of public land are achieved today
· Updating of the information systems of Public services
· Registration of all the alterations in Public Estate
As a result it is obvious that the state should be play a significant role in the demarcation of public land, as well as each landowner, let alone when the public estate is an inestimable natural resource on national, economical and social level.
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
