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 “Reformation of Real Estate Transactions for the Requirements of Hellenic Cadastre”
The object of this presentation is a proposal for the reformation of notarial documents, in order to meet the new conditions formulated by the compilation of Hellenic Cadastre. The way of the creation and modification of the land rights remains unalterable after the legislation of the Hellenic Cadastre, so remains the process of the notarial documents’ compilation. 

The research part includes investigation in several cadastral offices for the finding of deeds, and similar research made in notarial offices and Bureaus of Mortgages and Transcriptions for the finding of “abstracts of the transcriptions” (abstracts). The content of the “Declaration of Rights for the Compilation of Cadastre under the Law 2308/95” (Cadastral Declaration) is analyzed and comparative consideration with the respective content of the deeds is carried out. The main scope of this procedure is the verification of the deficiencies that may be observed, relatively to the content of the “Cadastral Declaration”.

The notarial documents and the abstracts should have met the needs of the Hellenic Cadastre. For the adaptation of the notaries in this process, the following procedures were realized:

1) A database according to the specifications of the Hellenic Cadastre was created

2) Standardized forms were designed, for the abstracts of transcriptions 
3) A program was constructed, that:
i) Gets ready abstracts of transcriptions 

ii) Informs the Database of notary 
iii) Informs the Database of Cadastral Offices 
iv) Is informed by the data of Hellenic Cadastre
For the realization of this procedure, the promotion of the idea about the training of the notaries to this direction seems indispensable, so that the data included in the deeds, which will be composed in the future, will be compatible with the Standards of the compilation procedures of the Hellenic Cadastre, even in regions that Cadastre ’s syntax has not started.   
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
