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A target: sustainable land administration system – what could be the best way to proceed

Abstract

On one hand the main drivers of sustainable development, governance, globalization and economic growth have influenced the development of different land administration policies in different countries. On the other hand land administration issues are very slowly becoming a part of national and global spatial data infrastructures. Several documents within the FIG and UN have elaborated the issue trying to trace the vision, encourage reforms, prepare guidelines (Bathurst Declaration, Land Administration Guidelines, Benchmarking Cadastral Systems, Cadastre 2014…). There is a general need to broaden the issue of cadastral parcels and land tenure to a multipurpose function and to a more focused use.

The society should benefit from the improvement in efficiency brought by the efficient land administration and land market – there need to be an adequate response. Improved services for citizens and customers, including electronic access to quality and up-to-date data, with reduced level of fees, is very much desirable. Every society needs to determine it’s long-term plan of activities (strategy, vision) with the aim of achieving the goals step-by-step for reasonable costs. Base registers, like population register, land/cadastral registry, business register, address register need to be set up and properly linked in order to improve the information infrastructure and the creation of E-government policies. The institutional framework is crucial for the implementation of policies and it’s specific organizational structures. There is always a question: how to develop the best public-public and public-private partnership. Human resources with adequate education always play an important role. Following best practices at national and more global level is nowadays very important and encourages as well a wider issue of social, economic, technological, and environmental challenges.

Almost every country requires different set of tools and activities to achieve the target of a sustainable land administration system and good governance for the benefit of it’s economic society. 

For an illustration, very briefly, a case of Slovenia will be presented with it’s land administration current achievements and future plans (starting with national strategy/policy, inter-sectoral project, inter-sectoral cooperation).
