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ABSTRACT

Switzerland's PPP initiative to ensure a Sustainable Estate Market in the future

The possibilities of IT provides us with the tools for a comprehensive Spatial Information Management which helps us to correct a threat for the sustainability of land and estate markets. Our two Swiss colleagues Jürg Kaufmann and Daniel Steudler in their brochure Cadastre 2014 issued by FIG  have shown the impacts of the growing restrictions caused by public legal acts concerning land use planning, environment protection, etc. on the security of land and estate tenure and the way to deal with these problems using the principles of Cadastre 2014.

Switzerland's professional community has taken a private public partnership initiative to implement Cadastre 2014 to ensure a sustainable estate market also for the future.

In the paper, Jürg Kaufmann, a private entrepreneur, presents shortly the principles and the so-called c2014 initiative of the private sector.
